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                     Attention: Who’s Not Recycling?

It has come to our attention that there are a few households in the Township where recycling is not being done. So, if you are a non-recycler, this message is for you. If you are recycling, then thanks for helping the environment and helping the township for meeting its legal requirements.

Allamuchy Township is required by the State of New Jersey to have a recycling ordinance in place. See http://www.state.nj.us/dep/dshw/recycling/ 

Our ordinance requires that EVERY household recycle certain materials in order to keep them out of the landfill, and there are fines that can be levied for those who do not comply. It has always been the policy of Allamuchy Township to make recycling as easy and user friendly as possible.  Our current Single Stream Recycling Program allows residents to recycle Glass food containers, Aluminum and Tin Cans, Plastics 1-5 & 7, newspaper, magazines and cardboard in one container.  What could be simpler? You don’t have to tie up bundles of newspaper or cardboard or even remove the labels from cans, bottles, or jars.

The people working for the garbage contractor have been given stickers that they will place on your garbage container if they observe that you aren’t complying with our local ordinance 83-13. If recyclables are found mixed in with your trash a bright green Warning sticker will be placed on your garbage container.  First time offenders, it’s just a warning - second time offenders and your garbage containing recyclables will not be picked up and fines may result.  Once the recyclable are removed, your garbage will be picked up on the next regularly scheduled garbage collection day.
